Maintaining Membership in Trout Unlimited (T.U.) After a very lengthy discus-
sion and on a motion by BOD Shirlee Chesmore and seconded by Treasurer Bill
Seccombe, the Board of Directors voted unanimously to recommend that the Mid-
dle Rogue Steelheaders terminate our voluntary affiliation with Trout Unlimited.
The motion to terminate our voluntary affiliation with Trout Unlimited (T.U.) shall be
effective August 31, 2011. The recommendation by the BOD for approval will be
presented to the general membership for a vote at the July general meeting.

Notification of a Special Meeting Tuesday July 19, 2011

As required by the current Middle Rogue Steelheaders bylaws (Article X Section 1
“Amendment of Bylaws”) the BOD motion to leave Trout Unlimited must be ac-
cepted or rejected by a vote of the general membership.

Additionally tlgeen@an must; include
the name of the surviving entity, a resolution from the Board of Directors of the leitity merged
agreeing to the merger, a detailed listing of all assets or funds being trangfierradst be agreed
upon by the general membership of the organization. NONE OF THIS HAS BEEN DUMNE

The new bylaws are very similar to the current bylaws. All references to Trout Unlim-
ited have been deleted. A few highlights of the proposed changes include: a name
change to the “Middle Roqgue Steelheaders”, an expanded “Purposes” section that
states “The primary purposes of the Club shall be; to conserve, protect and restore
coldwater fisheries and their watersheds in southwest Oregon. Additionally the Club
shall function for scientific, educational purposes and community service for mem-
bers and the public on angling techniques, to increase angling opportunities and to
establish activities where members can share ideas on conservation and restoration”.
Please note the expanded area of coverage that reads “Southwest Oregon”.

New sections have been added to insure the club’s independent status. They read
“Section 3 — The Club shall be an unaffiliated and independent Oregon Domestic
Non-profit (DNP) corporation. The Club shall not affiliate itself with, contractually obli-
gate itself to, pay dues to, or offer any other considerations to any organization as a
form of membership in said organization if that membership threatens or limits in any
way the independence of the Club.”
