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RIPARIAN FENCING PROJECT
ON LITTLE BUTTE CREEK

On Saturday, June 3, half a dozen MRS mem-
bers (Mike Chambers, Bud Hatton Mike Cooley, Lloyd
Trudeau, new member Phil Kosak and yours truly) re-
sponded on short notice to help with a fencing project
designed to keep livestock out of a portion of Little Butj
Creek. The project occurred on the property where we ! "#"$
planted trees last year.

The situation is somewhat unique in that the
ranch is run by a trustee who is dedicated to improving FIQH[NG
stream quality but whose foreman couldn't care less L
about improving riparian habitat. The request for our Niprouvr
help came from Tom Dover, who chairs the Eagle Poi
Watershed Council and who worked with the trustee Ig
year to accomplish the tree planting. What could be
more simple? Slap in a bunch of steel posts, string a f]
strands of barbed wire and call it a morning. Well--- in
order to put in a taut fence one has to have solid anch
posts at the ends and corners. The corner anchor pog
had been welded but was not in place, so we used se\
string trimmers to clear weeds away from the trees wej
planted last year while holes for the corner anchor wel
located and power augered in. Bagged concrete mix
poured around the heavy, I-beam anchor assembly p
and mixed with water. We then started lining up posts
and tried pounding them in with a hand held post driv:
that soon felt like it weighed 200 pounds (but was act
ally about 30 Ib.). This approach worked OK for abou
one post out of eight. For the other posts we were abl|
to drive them in about two inches, then beat ourselves NEWLY
death getting them another inch into the highly consoli REMODELED
dated rock bed on which we were building the fence.

The County Commissioners signedraieO
implementing the fees on August 17, 2005 and tas feok ef-
fect last October 1. The fees are nominal ($2 peper day or
$25 per year) and discounts are available to senigou can
also earn a free annual pass by donating a days ta the
parks.

Spring chinook salmon regulation changes for the Rogue River: State fishery officials announced that retention of
wild spring chinook salmon will close June 5 on the Rogue River to protect wild fish stocks. Anglers still will be al-
lowed to retain ONLY adipose fin-clipped chinook. In addition, the fishing season for spring chinook between Gold
Ray Dam and Rogue Elk County Park will close June 30. Specific changes include: Hog Creek upstream to Gold
Ray Dam: June 5-Aug. 14, anglers may retain only adipose fin-clipped chinook. Gold Ray Dam to the Rogue Elk
Boat Ramp: June 5 — June 30, anglers may retain only adipose fin-clipped chinook. July 1 through Oct. 1, closed to
chinook angling. Rogue Elk Boat Ramp to Cole Rivers Hatchery Dam: June 5 — July 31, anglers may keep only
hatchery adipose fin-clipped chinook. Please remember to always check and tag you fish correctly!
